
I arrived at the premises accompanied by the 

Gardaí. An old shed had been converted into a 

makeshift kennel divided into narrow pens using 

broken doors, wooden pallets, and old rusty metal 

sheeting. The construction was unstable and 

dangerous and the entire area was strewn with 

litter and debris.  It was apparent that the dogs 

were being kept solely for breeding purposes. 

Conditions were extremely cramped with little or 

no natural lighting. The dogs had very little room 

to move or express normal behaviour. Many were 

displaying extremely nervous dispositions.

All 

appeared to be in 

good physical health 

but Mum extremely 

nervous of human

White poodle mix, estimate 

two years old, expecting a 

litter. Coat very heavily 

matted and smelt strongly 

of urine and faeces. Skin 

visibly raw red and sore  

(wet straw bedding). All 

nails terribly overgrown  

and starting to bend 

restricting her ability to 

move or walk. One eye also 

weeping, possibly infected. 

Many of the dogs were without water. Some p
ens had 

a small amount of straw bedding – soaked wi
th urine 

as evidenced by the strong smell of ammonia
. One of 

the poodles was stained almost fully yellow
. Others 

had no bedding so that some of the new Mums
 and their 

puppies were lying on a cold, hard cement s
urface. 

I felt that all 29 dogs 

and puppies in this  

shed were welfare 

compromised and suffering 
unnecessarily and at that 

point decided to remove 

them to safety.
